DG Pam - Biography

Pam started life in rural North Canterbury, where her father

was principal of Omihi School. She had an older

brother and, later, another younger brother - a sort of “brother sandwich”.
After 6 years in Omihi, Pam’s family moved to Christchurch for 4 years, while
her father lectured at ChCh Teachers’ College. The next move was to South
Canterbury, where her father was principal of Waimate Main School.

Pam was fortunate to have parents who believed that children should
have the opportunity to try out anything they were interested in,
regardless of whether they weremale or female. Or maybe it was more
to do with a certain amount of foot-stamping and demanding to be
allowed to do everything her brothers did. Whatever the background
reason, Pam grew up doing things like creating things in her Dad’s
workshop, going on hiking trips into the hills, target-shooting (be very
afraid!) and indulging her passion for horse-riding. Her parents were into
drama and musical performance, so it was natural that their children took
part in these pursuits themselves. There was also a family expectation of
working for the common good, so they all took part in family gardening
sessions and firewood expeditions —in both of these pursuits, everyone did
the tasks they were capable of, so Pam graduated from cone-gathering right
through to log chopping. Good background for Lions!

Pam’s father was a member of Rotary Club, and her mother was a leader
in Inner Wheel (Rotary version of Lionesses), so the children grew up
with the ethos of community service. Looking back, all of this was great
preparation for later being a Lion, and also for a career in teaching.
After 15 years of teaching in multi-level classes in rural schools in North
Canterbury, based around Amberley, Pam went back to University and
completed a degree in Sociology and Psychology, before taking on a
Kip McGrath Education franchise. From there, she was invited to set up
and run a Learning Support/Special Needs Department at St Margaret’s
College, identifying learning needs and finding ways of meeting these
needs. This involved leading a team of teacher-aides and leaming assistants,
who all worked together to make a positive difference to the lives of
young students who were experiencing difficulties.

Again, a similarity with Lions.

Partway through her 18 years at St Margaret’s, Pam did a part-time study
course for an international qualification in Teaching English to Speakers
of Other Languages (TESOL) and used this to take on a contract in Hong
Kong, taking part in setting up a pilot programme for teaching English to
Chinese children in early primary school classes.

A fabulous experience!

Somewhere in amongst all of this, Pam raised 2 children, who are now
middle-aged adults with young-adult children of their own.

Fortunately for Pam, these all live in NZ, so they are able to get together
whenever possible. Finally leaving teaching, Pam spent some time living
in Havelock North, before moving back to Amberley, to find that women
were now accepted into the Amberley Lions Club. She was invited to join
and the rest is history!

A lot of Pam’s life experiences have equipped her with skills for her life in Lions — working with others for a greater good, identifying

needs and finding ways to meet these needs, team leadership in a variety of settings, not to mention firewood skills! She is passionate

about the work our Lions Clubs do in their communities, and is looking forward to leading the 202E Cabinet team to support and

enable clubs to do this in the best possible way, with her theme for this year as District Governor:
“WE SERVE TOGETHER TO MAKE A DIFFERENCE”.

Societies and the first Club reregistered under the 2022 Act.

* Insert your club name in the Constitution in the two places highlighted. N’?gafe;(a':%vgjrlg,

» Put the new constitution to your club Board for consideration. Once approved send a copy to each
of your club members giving 14 days’ notice of a meeting to vote on adopting the new constitution.

» At the meeting put the following resolution to the members:
The members of the Lions Club of xxx Incorporated (insert your name here) adopt the new
constitution as annexed.

* Once approved by the members, the Club should then be reregistered on the Incorporated
Society website. Note that this is reregistration under the 2022 Act, not registering a new
constitution under the 1908 Act which is a different process and not to be done in this situation.

* There is no fee to reregister. Acceptance and a new Certificate of Incorporation should be
received within a few days.

» This process must be completed by April 2026 or else the Club will be deregistered by the Registrar.
